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NOTE: Like many other professional fields, social work does not require its 
students to pursue a minor. Should the student elect to pursue a minor, 
however, it is recommended that he or she concentrate on studies in 
one of four problems areas: Criminal Justice; Family and Child Serv­
ices; Gerontology; or Health and Mental Health. Courses within these 
problem areas are electives, although each student must take at least 
18 semester hours within one problem area. Students wishing to re­
ceive a certificate in Gerontology must complete 21 semester hours 
in Gerontology.
