TODAY’S GAME

After playing seven straight games on the road, which
included stops in Oakland, California and Washington, D. C.,
PV’s new head coach, Theophilus Danzy, is bubbling over
with joy, knowing that his Panthers will be playing on
familiar territory.

The Panthers host the Mississippi Valley Delta Devils
and it’s homecoming at Pantherland. Playing Mississippi
Valley for homecoming is not a conversation Danzy would
fall over and laugh about.

This eighth meeting between the two clubs. The
Panthers had won seven straight until the Delta Devils took
advantage of 5 Panther miscues and won 37-7, last year.
That was the Delta Devils homecoming, so, in a certain
manner, the Panthers are repaying the Delta Devils with
a return homecoming bout.

The Delta Devils bring one of the finest teams to Pan-
therland in the history of the school. They got off to a 5
game winning streak, only to see it snapped by Grambling
in Kansas City, Mo., two weeks ago, 27-21,

The Delta Devils (not counting TSU game), have the
second best offensive team in SWAC. They are averaging
325 yards a game total offense. They have gained 1004
yards on th ground in six games for a game average of 167.3.
They have been just as effective in the air, where they
have accumulated 947 yards in six games for a 158.0 norm.
Their total offense for six games is 1951 yards.

Quarterback Parnell Dickerson, is the second leading
passer in SWAC. He has thrown for 947 yards in six games.
His leading receiver is Robert Gaddis, who has caught 14
passes for over 300 yards.

The Panthers, on the other hand, have a total offense
of 644 yards in six games. The Panthers have gained 165
yards rushing and 479 passing in six games.

Enoch Morgan is the
Panthers’ leading pass receiv-
er (6 games with 13 catches
for 129 yards even though he
missed three games. Ronnie
Brooks is the leading rusher
with 71 yards on 29 carries.
Hardy Malvo, is the leading
passer with 36 of 73 attempts
for 346 yards.

One thing for sure, the
Panthers will be up for
homecoming. No one can
recall when the Panthers last
lost a homecoming, at least
not in the past decade.
