THE COMMENCEMENT PROCESSION 

An appropriate co tume is a necessary part of Commencement. The costume includes a cap, a gown, and a hood. Each part of the costume has 

special significance. The most common head-piece (or cap) for the ceremony is the black square, flat-topped, or "mortar board" type with gold or 

black tassel. It is called a "mortar board" because it i haped like the board of the mason which holds mortar. Recently we are seeing large velvet 

Tam-O-Shanter style of head pieces replacing the mortar board. Some of the velvet tams are brilliantly colored such as orange or bright blue. 

The tassel on the doctor's cap is usually gold, and permanently fa tened on the left side. The ma ter's cap has a black tassel worn on the left. 

The bachelor' cap ha a black ta set worn on the right prior to graduation then moved to the left during the ceremony. 

The hood can be the most colorful part of the entire costume. The colors inside the hood are tho e of the college or university which is awarding 

the degree. The colors of the outside rim of the hood symbolize one of the following departments of learning:

The gown is usually black. The traditional doctor's gown has velvet panels down the front and three velvet bars on the regular sleeves. The 

master's gown has no velvet, but does have unusually long sleeves. The bachelor's gown is similar to the master's gown but has regular long sleeves 

which tend to be pointed. 

Some gowns may be in the color of the department granting the degree, such as "Education Blue." Others may be "Yale Blue" or "Harvard 

Crimson" for the graduates of these universities. 

THE MACE 

The mace i an ancient symbol of authority which is carried by the marshal ahead of the academic procession. The mace for Prairie View A&M 
University is four feet long and contains four bronze figures atop a Honduras mahogany base which tapers to fit into its stand(m). The four figures 

are symbolic of the four undergraduate academic years. Within the hollow area beneath the figures, and shared equally, is a flame which denotes 

knowledge and excellence. The base which serves as a grip and is carried by a faculty member, symbolizes the entire faculty; the stand which sup­

ports the mace characterizes the administration. The visual impact of the mace as a whole is "torch-like." The eight tassels represent the academic 
organization of the University. 

THE MEDALLION 

The President's Medallion, the official symbol of the Office of the President at Prairie View A&M University, was created especially to 

commemorate the lineage of the Presidency by the late Mr. Frank Hayden, nationally famous sculptor and Professor of Fine Arts at Southern 

University, Baton Rouge, Louisiana. The first medallion was presented to Dr. Percy A. Pierre, fourth president of Prairie View A&M University, 
on March 21, 1985. 

The medallion is designed to be worn with academic regalia at all official University programs. Abstract figures, representing the academic 

discipline in an attitude of celebration, encircle the outer rim. The inner circle symbolizes the pursuit of excellence throughout four years of 

teaching and learning. The weave of the chain is the facsimile of that u ed by the ancient Greeks. 

A replica will be presented to each subsequent President during his inauguration. The medallion will ultimately reflect the history of the 
presidency, revealing names and dates of inauguration. 



JOHN D. WHITE 

Chairman 

John D. White of Houston is a fifth generation Texas rancher and second generation 
Aggie. He received his Bachelor of Arts degree in Political Science from Texas A&M 
University in 1970. While at Texas A&M, Mr. White was a Distinguished Military 
Student, a member of the Ross Volunteers and commander of the First Wing, Corps of 
Cadets. He earned his juris doctor from the University of Texas and began his career in 
the U.S. Air Force as Judge-Advocate. 

Mr. White is a founder of and General Counsel for Standard Renewable Energy Group 
in Houston. He has been a director in the Greater Houston Partnership and a member of 
several committees in the Greater Houston Partnership since 1996. White is also 
chairman of the board of the Ed Rachal Foundation, chairman of the board of Texas 
Institute for Genomic Medicine, director of the Texas Lyceum Association, member of 
Leadership Houston Class Ill, fellow of the American Leadership Forum and a member 
of the Houston Livestock Show & Rodeo International Committee. 

Mr. White has been a director of the Texas A&M University Association of Former 
Students, the Texas Aggie Bar Association and a member of the Texas A&M Corps 
Development Council, the Texas A&M College of Education Council, the Texas A&M 
LegisLeader program and the Texas A&M Vision 2020 project. He also serves as an 
executive committee member of the University of Texas Law Alumni Association. 
Mr. White is also a past member of the Board of Visitors, Texas A&M University at 
Galveston. 

Mr. White is a fellow of the American, Texas and Houston Bar Associations and 
Foundations, and past chairman of the Texas Young Lawyers Association and of the 
Harris County Grievance Committee for the State Bar of Texas. He is permitted to 
practice before the Supreme Court of the United States, Court of Appeals for the 
5th Circuit and U.S. District Courts for the Southern, Eastern and Northern Districts of 
Texas. 

Mr. White was appointed to the Board of Regents by Governor Rick Perry in 2003. He 
was elected Chairman of the Board in 2005. Mr. White serves as chair of the Public 
Policy and Planning Committee and as a member of the Presidential Library Committee. 
He also serves as the Board's special liaison to the Texas A&M University Association 
of Former Students, a member of the Hermann F. & Minnie Belle Heep Texas A&M 
University Foundation and serves as the special liaison to the Board for Lease of 
University Lands. Mr. White has served as a member of the Committee on Finance and 
the Committee on Buildings and Physical Plant. He has also served as chair of the 
Policy Review Committee and as the Board's special liaison to the Texas Growth Fund 
Board. His term expires February 1, 2009.

Willie and Mell Pruitt 

Throughout their 50 years of marriage, Willie and Mell Pruitt have provided a wealth of 
humanitarian efforts to their community. Both Pruitts hold degrees from Prairie View A&M

The Pruitts are true believers in community service. Their latest accomplishment is the Brazos 
Valley African American Museum, which is located in Bryan, Texas on the site of the community's 
first public school for African-Americans.

More than 50 
years ago, the Pruitts began to collect and preserve the history of African-Americans in the Brazos 
Valley and in the United States. Their quest to collect and preserve information that focused on the 
lives of African Americans started as a class bulletin board project that would inspire and motivate 
students on the contributions of black people. 

In order to provide a safe place for youth to gather, the couple founded the North Bryan Community 
Center (NBCC), which provides underprivileged youth in Bryan with educational , vocational and 
recreational programs. The Pruitts also provide funds for two scholarships that are offered to 
aspiring high school seniors that use the community center. 

Their dedication to family, the schools in Bryan, the political process, their church and the 
community are inexhaustible. They have inspired many students to attend their beloved Prairie 
View A&M University, and mentored even more students to pursue their dreams. They are both 
active in many organizations including the Bryan/College Station Chamber of Commerce, Shiloh 
Baptist Church, the African American Heritage Society and the Bryan Library. 

ln 2005, they both celebrated as Mell Ruth Pruitt was one of only eight Texans to receive the 
Jefferson Award for Public Service.
