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to our public. In terms of investigation and research few 

materials, in any library, rank higher in importance. The 

successful management of these types of materials requires a 

fundamental knowledge of their specific value, skill in their 

organization and preservation, and a keen sense of appreciation 

for their unique place in the field of knowledge and in research. 

In recent years the production of this type of material has 

increased markedly, especially in the areas of sciences, socio­

logical developments, and technology. 

In the year just passed this section of the Research Ser­

vice Center processed, separately, and placed 837 experiment 

station reports, 188 college and university catalogs, 129 agency 

proceedings and reports, 446 indexes, 452 governmental documents, 

8,965 individual magazines, and 6,396 newspapers. It prepared 

470 volumes of journals for the bindery, representing 113 

different titles. 

The library now subscribes to 1,221 journals and 32 news­

papers. In addition, it receives 136 journals and 11 newspapers 

as gifts. These make totals of 1,357 journals and 43 newspapers. 

The library now owns 17,782 bound journals. The majority 

of these are subject, technical, research reporting and research 

supporting journals. Some are literary and news--analyzing in 

nature, while others are designed for the popular interests and 

tastes.

Strictures (Removeable): This unit suffers from strictures 

in a minimum of two areas: 1) 

staff, and 2) space. 

Another staff member is required to assist with the re­

ceiving, recording, and the general preparation of incoming 

journals, newspapers, reports, proceedings, documents, etc.,etc.: 

the preparation of materials for the bindery: and, the super­

vision of the reading area. Still another staff member is re­

quired to do stack work: shelve journals, newspapers, documents, 

catalogs, proceedings, reports, etc., and to see that all 

materials used by readers in the stacks are returned to their 

exact places for ease of location 

It is not necessary to allot any additional money to the 

library budget. These positions are already covered in the 
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1969-70 budget. The librarian (acting) was never able to get 

the people applying for these posts approved for employment. 

In the future this library will need to arrange for docu-

At thatmentary library status with the Federal Government. 

time it will need additional space for housing what it will be 

receiving in terms of documents. There is not enough space now 

in our stack room for what we already own--in terms of journals, 

newspapers, and documents. Thus, it behooves us to lay plans to 

eliminate this stricture. 

Special Collections Room: Much progress was made in this 

unit during 1969-70. New verti­

cal file materials were added, organized, and placed for easy 

retrieval. Quite a number of documents, pictures and other 

vertical file materials which were packed away in boxes for safe 

keeping were resurrected, organized, and filed for easy access. 

In terms of general acquisitions the unit acquired 201 

books, 775 curriculum guides, 35 theses, and 10 annual reports. 

At this writing there are outstan~ing orders, covering Black 

Studies, which are yet to be received and organized for places 

in this unit. These involve the following costs: $7.00, $23.00, 

$30.50, $78.27, $87.00, $152.47, $187.50, $248.05, $261.20, 

$301.84, $303~77, $309.22, $343.00, $387.99, $417.90, $483.11,

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Negro characters, men and women, who were outstanding in the 

history of this country and some of whom made their influence 

felt, significantly, abroad. Personalities represented include:

The same company gave us four (4) sizeable poster board 

calendars and several wall calendars (four (4) of which came to 

us by way of the President's Office) carrying pictures of out­

standing Negroes, pointed vital statements about the same, and 

terse historical information (for each daily block) on the 

achievements and progress of Negroes in the United States in 

general. 

Even though this company was evidently seeking a way to in­

crease its sales through this project we cannot fail to appreciate 

the wholesome attitude that it and many other commercial concerns 

are assuming to help create a new image of what Alain Locke called 

the "'New Negro ... " (1925). 

This unit now contains 402 pictures of outstanding Negro 

characters. 

The staff in the Special Collections Room also participates 

in duplicating, under the proper conditions, certain items of 

information--located in this unit--which our readers may desire 

for their personal ownership. This year the staff in this area 
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reproduced one thousand eight hundred and ten (1,810) pages for 

the faculty and staff, three thousand thirty-four (3,034) pages 

for undergraduate students, and four hundred and seven (407) 

pages for graduate students. This work, totalling 5,251 re­

productions, was done on the 3M photocopier. 

The total circulation for the year, in this unit, was three 

thousand nine hundred and forty-six (3,946) pieces of materials. 

These include two thousand five hundred and ninety-seven (2,597) 

books, six hundred and twenty-one (621) curriculum guides, five 

hundred and ninety-eight (598) theses, and one hundred and thirty 

(130) folders containing clippings. 

Acquisitions Department: Last year the pereonnei in 

this department numbered 

four (4) full-time people. Two of these were professionals. 

The others were not. The non-professionals did not spend the 

whole year with us in either of the two cases: consequently, when 

they resigned, for some plausible reason (s), it became necessary 

for us to repeat our training period in each such instance and 

this took much of the time of the professionals--time that should 

have been spent on the organization and placement of book orders: 

on the checking in and prelimin~ry organization of library 

materials received: and, on the final cataloging and processing 

of books and other material resources acquired. 

At the end of 1968-69 one of the professionals went with 

her husband to a new job. We expect this practice to be followed 
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in the future where both husband and wife are employed at the 

college. 

At the beginning of 1969-70 we had been granted two 

additional people for this department and salaries had been in­

creased. Three (3) of the full-time people were professionals, 

in terms of library preparation: two (2) were clericals: and, 

one (1) was a general assistant. One (1) of the clerical persons 

was not employed until June, 1970. Clerical help is highly 

essential in this part of library work, as well as in other 

library areas. 

Physical and Staff Improvementsi At the beginning of the 
I 

school year the Order Room 

had no empty shelves. All shelves were completely filled. Books 

were also in boxes and on the floor and these were everywhere in 

the area--stacked two (2) and three (3) high. To relieve this 

situation the shelves were rearranged, and additional shelving 

was moved from other points in the library building into the 

Order Room area. Books were removed from boxes and placed on 

the newly arranged shelves in a syste~atic way, and this faci­

litated easy location and faster organization. There are still 

improvements to be made in this unit. Three full-time people 

worked in this area throughout 1969-70. 

Improvements were also made in the cataloging area. For the 

first time in her long career here at the college the head of the 
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Department of Acquisitions had the assistance of a professional 

cataloger. The one handicap in this area, personnel wise, was 

the absence of a typist. Typing service in a cataloging area is 

highly essential to the progress of the work that takes place 

there. Catalogers and professional library people, in general, 

do not customarily do typing chores. Such an activity is a waste 

of their professional talent. ours did so--in the absence of a 

typist. This clearly demonstrates the quality of their interest 

in the success of their work. It is not realistic to assume that 

they will be willing to continue this practice in the future. 

Purchasing procedures, handling of gifts, preliminary 

organizing activities (receiving materials, identifying materials 

in terms of orders placed, preparing materials for the catalogers) 

and cataloging and classification chores are the funnels through 

which all library materials reach the library shelves and, 

finally, our readers. Thus, it is imperative that the Acquisi­

tions Department always be fully and adequately staffed and have 

comfortable and convenient working conditions.

Librarian's Report 26
1969-70 

Black Studies: Back in 1965-66 thew. R. Banks Library was 

made the recipient of some 4,500 paperback 

books covering many subjects of interest to our readers. This 

project was funded by the Ford Foundation and administered by 

the Education Improvement Project of the scuthern Association of 

Colleges and Schools. Those paperbacks were placed on open 

shelves in the Top Floor Lobby of the W. R. Banks Library and 

invoked the reading interests of students and faculty at the 

college as never witnessed before. 

Again, this year, the college was made the recipient of 

422 titles in paperback form. The same donating and administering 

agencies were involved. But this time the titles received fell 

into the category of black studies and evoked a greater interest 

than during the previous experience. One faculty member ex­

pressed the desire to place the whole set on Reserve for her 

classes, but the regulations would not permit that. Titles re­

ceived in this donation fall into the following categories: 1) 

bibliography, 2) biography, 3) education, 4) fiction, 5) fine 

arts, 6) history, 7) literature, 8) politics, 9) religion, and 

10) social and economic conditions. 

We are deeply and culturally endebted to all parties in­

volved for making this collection available to our readers. We 

should pledge ourselves to its continual enlargement.
