Spiegelman’s two-volume work uses a comic book format to accurately depict
the horrors of World War II and his family’s amazing struggle to survive the
Holocaust.

This monumental biography detailing Du Bois’ long and intense career
provides gripping details of how the scholar and civil rights champion used
his intellectual prowess to fight inequality.
