The Prairie View A&M
University Computer Sci-
ence Program has been
awarded accreditation by
the Computer Science
Accreditation Commission
(CSAC) at its annual meet-
ing held in Dallas on June
28,1992.

This accreditation
places Prairie View A&M
University among the top
rated universities with
computer science pro-
grams in the nation.

Dr. Haku Israni, Dean of
the College of Applied Sci-
ences and Engineering
Technology says that, “It is
rare for any program to
even consider attempting
to obtain accreditation in
its infancy. We graduated
our first student from this
program only in May, 1992.”

It should be noted that
accreditation agencies
such as CSAC were

developed in order to ass-
ure that higher education
programs meet the minim-
um standards of education-
al criteria agreed on by
members of the subject

field or profession.
As such, this early
accreditation is an out-

standing coup for Prairie
View A&M University and
the Texas A&M System as a
whole.

According to a report
issued by the Texas Higher
Education Coordinating
Board, only five Texas uni-
versities have received a
similar accreditation.
They are Baylor Univers-

Post office dedicated to
P.V.'s first postmaster

U.S. Postal Service breaks tradition, dedicates new

facility to living person

In a rare public ceremony,
the U.S. Postal Service hon-
ored the first postmaster of
Prairic View on July 17th.
Mrs. Esel Bell had the new
postal facility located at the
Avenue B/FM 1098 Loop
named in her honor.

Mrs. Bell is one of very
few individuals to have a post
office dedicated to them as a
living testimonial as most facil-
ities are posthumously present-
ed. However, Mrs. Bell’s ser-
vice during her tenure as post-
master was so exemplary and
profound that the postal ser-
vice felt that it must break with
tradition to honor her for her
contribution to the Prairie
View, Texas community.

Bell, who was born in
Magnolia, Texas, is a graduate
of Prairie View A&M
University and was hired as a
postal clerk in 1950 and served
in that capacity until 1968
when the postal branch (of the
Waller Post Office) became an
independent entity.

She was named superin-
tendent of the Prairie View
Post Office, where she served

until 1984. In 1984, she was
named the first postmaster of
the Prairie View Post Office.
Esel Bell retired in January
1989 after 38 years of service.

Although she is retired,
her enthusiasm is still evident
by her service to fundraising
and community service to
PVAMU School of Home
Economics, the Johnson-
Phillips All Faith Chapel, the
PV Athletic Department Fund,
PV Alumni House, the PV
Development Fund and the
Charles Gilpin Players.

Bell has also served as

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Coach Jacket talks about her career,
the Olympics and future plans

On July 25, 1992 hun-
dreds of athletes from across
the globe converged on
Barcelona, Spain, to partici-
pate in the games of the XXV
Olympiad.

The Olympic Games,
held every four years since
the late 1800s, honors the
world's finest athletes as they
strive for excellence in the
hopes of winning the coveted

gold medal on behalf of their
home countries.
Consequently, highly

qualified and experienced
personnel are often needed to
accompany these athletes to
guide and support them in
their efforts to 'bring home
the gold'.

This year’s head coach of
the U.S. Women's track and
field team, Barbara Jean
Jacket, personifies just that.
Although she is described by
many who have come under
her tutelage as a being a "hell
raiser,” Jacket, with firm-
handed methodology gets re-
sults.

Over the past 28 years,
serving as Head Women's
Track and Field coach at
Prairie View A&M
University, she has won

over 20 National
Championships, 12 Indoor
Southwestern Athletic
Conference Championships
and various outdoor and
Cross country titles.

Despite this ongoing suc-
cess, last year Jacket retired
from her coaching position to
become the university's ath-
letic director. This made it
easier for her to concentrate
on preparing for the de-
manding responsibilities as-

sociated with coaching an
Olympic team.

From her earliest
recollections, the 56-year-old
native of Port Arthur, Texas,
has always had a certain drive
towards sports and competi-
tion. It is no doubt this drive
and her remarkable success
record that eamed her enough
votes from the Olympic com-
mittee to elect her head coach
for the event, an honor she
regards as the high point of

her career.

Having had numerous
experiences in international
competition since 1973, and
becoming World
Championship head coach in
1987 in Rome, Jacket's ap-
pointment to the Olympic
team is rational and timely.
She, however, admits having
thought she would have first
been an assistant coach to the
Olympics before becoming
the head coach. Nevertheless,
she is capable of carrying out
her duties expertly like the

seasoned 'pro’ she is.

This will be Jacket's third
attendance at the Olympic
games. She was present in
Montreal in 1976 when a
PVAMU student, Debra
Sapenter, was a member of
the U.S. 4x400 meter relay
team that won a silver medal,
and at the 1984 games in Los
Angeles, she was an enthusi-
astic spectator. This year, she
faces the mammoth task of
coaching the fifty-seven ath-

He said, “To some it
might seem ironic that
Black soldiers would take
up arms to defend a count-
ry where they were not
received as first class cit-
izens. However, those who
make this statement mis-
understand what the Buf-
falo Soldiers understood.
They knew that the U.S.
was their home, and while
imperfect, there is always
a chance for change...there
is always a chance for pro-
gress.”

President Becton cited
the fact that some twenty
medals of honor were awar-
ded to the Buffalo Soldiers
from 1867 to 1898 and that
the infamous bandit,
Pancho Villa, was captur-
ed by the Buffalo Soldiers.

letes in her charge with the
help of six assistant coaches.

According to Jacket,
"The hardest parts of the job
are psyching someone and
keeping them focused on ex-
actly why they are there as
well as choosing a relay
team."

She mentions that
Olympic coaches often get the
credit or the criticism for a
particular event, when in fact,
the athletes' personal coaches
are often there with them. It
is these individuals who have
contributed immensely to an
athlete's success and their
performance and should also
be recognized.

She has found that
choosing a relay team can be
difficult and is a sensitive
issue, for each athlete con-
siders herself to be as good
as, or even better than anoth-
er who has been selected for
the team. Commenting on the
selection process of the
Olympic Trials, where past
Olympic champions may fail
to make it to the final round,
Jacket considers this to be the
"greatest system we have".

diers were loyal, dedicated
and determined. The les-
son of the Buffalo Soldier is
one of duty and honor. In
life we can choose to be a
part of the solution to the
problem.”

Becton went on to men-
tion that during the times
of the Buffalo Soldiers,
true civil rights were not
fully available to them.
But, in spite of this impos-
ed handicap..they did
their duty as God gave
them the light to see that
duty...and those who might
say that their accomplish-
ment was miniscule must
answer the question. How
much of America would
exist today had it not been
for the Buffalo Soldier?

She maintains that an out-
standing athlete's poor per-
formance on a particular day
of the trials cannot be over-
looked. For indeed, the
United States' success in
Barcelona depends on each
athlete being fully prepared
for an event on the given day.

Discipline, to Jacket, is a
prime ingredient for one's
success in any endeavor, and
is a quality she tries to instill
in her athletes. Likewise,
whenever ~she hears them
speaking of how well they
plan to perform in an event,
she will often say, "Don't tell
me about it...instead, show
me."

This perspective has a di-
rect bearing on her personal
philosophy of living each day

.as if it is the last and not pro-

crastinating with things that
are of the utmost importance.
Jacket draws much of her
inspiration from her close and
supportive family and has
also been influenced by the
strength and character of such
former coaches as Dr. Nell
Jackson and Aretha Guidry.
As it tumns out Jacket may
be part of an ongoing tradi-
tion of outstanding coaches.

A&M University becomes
the only member of the
Texas A&M University Sys-
tem to be accredited by
CSAC.

Dean Israni noted that
receiving this accredita-
tion is like “..receiving a
seal of approval from one’s
peers.” He further emphas-
ized that this accreditation
came as a result of the
herculean efforts of the stu-

dents, faculty and staff of
the Computer Science Pro-
gram.

The Computer Science
Accreditation Commission
is a relatively new one
which has begun in 1985.
Only ninety-four universit-
ies were accredited as of
September 30, 1990,
according to the commis-
sion’s book of listed

schools.

With this accomplish-
ment PVAMU joins How-
ard University, Jackson
State University, Southern
University, Norfolk State
University, and Hampton
University as the only six
Historically Black Col-
leges and Universities
which have received such
a prestigious honor.
