New Facilities Aim to Train, Retain Engineering Students

The simulation lab, sponsored by L-3 Communications, provides students, faculty and
staff access to a simulation tool developed by L-3 and NASA. Students learn the software,
which is utilized by NASA astronauts, and gain first-hand knowledge of the tools. In addition

to funding the lab, L-3 generously sponsored development of a “Software Simulation Using
TRICK” course within the college.

The Engineering Student Success Center aims to address retention concerns, centralize
activities for students and streamline career opportunities. The addition brings a complete
library facility, seminar rooms and a technology lab designed for senior students. The facility
was funded through the Department of Education, Spectra Energy and Shell Oil. A mural in
the hall of the Center is reserved for glass plaques to recognize future donors of the college.
Spectra Energy also provided funds that will be used to create a loan program for text books.
