opened many gateways to east Texas. The Brazos River experienced a dram-

atic increase over the decade. The Brazos runs over 840 miles through
the physiographic regions of Texas, the High Plains, West Cross Timber,
Grand Prairie and the Gulf Coastal Plain. It flows directly into the Gulf
near Freeport, Texas.39 Only 25% of the entrepreneurs settled in regions
where no major river existed and the percentage was decreasing by the end
of the decade.

The independent proprietor dominated the business organization of
these industries.v This is an indication of the relative closeness of the
