daughter Michelle Tempton
said during a time when
people are looking for a role
model, her father taught his
children by example the
meaning of strength, kind-
ness, patience, dedication,
and hard-work. “He made the
time to participate in activi-
ties with each of us like hunt-
ing, sports, snow mobile
riding, teaching my sisters
and me to ice skate, ski, fish-
ing, roller-skating, and bike
riding,” Tempton said.

She recalled memo-
ries of her father helping her
with long division until she
completely understood, sew-
ing a skirt and vest for his
daughter’s music recital, and
even washing and pressing
their hair, although he had a
rigorous work schedule.

“He was the kisser of
scared knees and the healer
of broken hearts, the provider
of help and the soother of
souls. He was a warrior and a
peace-maker simultaneously.
He taught us to love and for-
give ourselves and each
other.”

Texas A&M Univer-
sity System deputy chancellor
Dr. Jerry Gaston evoked
memories of a humble, gentle
Tempton, who was recognized
for his service to this univer-
sity by TAMU Board of Re-
gents and former chancellor
Howard Graves on Sept 27.

“As all of you here, I,
too, have regrets about his
passing. I regret not being
able to enjoy his wonderful
sense of humor that helped
me through so many tough
times, and I regret he and I
won't be able to go fishing, and
learn together how to be suc-
cessful fly fishermen,” Gaston
said.

Dr. Willie Trotty,
PVAMU vice president for re-
search and development, re-
membered Tempton’s sense of

he remembers an instance
when Tempton was “awfully
busy,” and instead of com-
plaining, he told jokes.

“I'm as busy as a one-
legged man in a butt-kicking
contest,” Trotty said, recalling
a joke that still makes him

laugh.

President George C.
Wright said he knew Tempton
for a short time, but his kind
personality and willingness to
counsel him made a positive
and lasting impression. He
said when he arrived Tempton
was ready to retire, but ac-
cepted the position of senior
vice president of external af-
fairs out of a sense of commit-
ment to this university.

“People trusted,
people respected, people liked
and people loved Mr.

Tempton,” Wright said. “All

student leaders at this cam-
pus, when meeting with me
for the first time, asked me if
I was going to be the same
caring and concerned indi-
vidual about their issues that
Willie Tempton had been.”

Former PV president,
Lt. General (Ret.) Julius W.
Becton Jr. said Tempton was
an outstanding soldier, solid
administrator, and good
friend.

“He was quiet, soft-
spoken, meticulous, and seri-
ous,” Becton said. PVAMU is
better off, Becton said, be-
cause Tempton gave his life
for this university.

In the eulogy,
Tempton’s nephew, Rev.
Darron L. Edwards, pastor of
United Believers Baptist
Church in Kansas City, Mo.,
spoke of his uncle’s faith. He
used the significance of the

number seven to illustrate

Tempton’s purpose, and the
importance of his rest.

“From all the social
events, alumni gatherings,
backyard barbecues, family
obligations, and civic duties,
my uncle deserves some
rest—rest, that’s a laborer’s
word,” Edwards said.
